Cllr C Wilson also informed the council that she has been around the play area and all seems okay.

2515 6. Correspondence received, and issues raised by councillors.
1. Land Domonic Cleland- The clerk had approached the agreed solicitors that Cllr D Harteveld had found, to start the process for the land transfer, however they would not accept bank transfer only debit/credit card or Klarna. C Wilson also spoke to the company, and it seemed a bit suspicious as there didn’t seem to be a fixed address/ office to go and speak to someone. The rest of the council also found this suspicious. It was unanimously agreed to use the second cheapest as there is a physical office and they will accept bank transfer. C Wilson has also spoken to the company who are going to see if they can appoint one of there conveyancer to see if it can reduce the rate. All were in agreeance.

2. Grant funding- The clerk has received a response from ERYC asking for a site visit to see where the trees and lights would be placed. It was suggested that the clerk contact Rawcliffe and Osgodby parish councils to see where they got their trees from and to also find out how the lights are powered and how successful they were.

The clerk is to also chase Cllr Liz Sargeantson regarding the zebra crossing


3. Bins- When the trees were being planted it was noted that a resident is leaving their bins not owned by them. It was suggested that the council contact ERYC and ask for advice on the situation and possibly ask ERYC if they could put something in there newsletter asking residents to store bins on residents own properties.

4. Bleed Kit- Cllr H Burkhill suggested that a bleed kit be investigated for the parish, especially with the amount’s crashes on the causeway. It was mentioned that it could be placed under the defibrillator. It was also mentioned that bleed kits are usually situated in town centres. The clerk is to contact ERYC for advice.
