Minutes circulated to all councillors prior to the meeting and confirmed as a true and correct record and signed by the chairman.

Matters arising from previous meeting minutes.
Play area- Cllr Hirst performed the weekly inspection for the last two months and found nothing of importance to report upon. The book has remained with Cllr Hirst to perform the weekly inspections for the next month. The clerk reported the completion of the annual play area inspection in August 2017 and noted all findings were of a low risk with very little work to be done to the equipment on this occasion. Any works required have been passed to Messrs Brannan/Sykes who have visited the area and completed these tasks.

Traffic issues- The clerk has confirmed that the 7 day speed test survey along Low Street has now been set up in the designated area and results should be known in the next few weeks hopefully. The suggestion of a village only sign to be positioned along Low Street in the Fisk Road vicinity in an effort to stop traffic using Fisk Road and High Street as a through road was refused by ERYC with associated refusal reasons provided.

77 High Street-the clerk has confirmed she has received no correspondence as yet from the Hill family or from the solicitors regarding 77 High Street. It was resolved that since several months have now passed with no correspondence received, that the next of kin address is located for the clerk to write to in an effort to start sale proceedings on the property. It was resolved that Cllr Hart will try to obtain this address for the clerk to then write to.

Street scene –the clerk has received the ERYC report following on from the recent village tour. Agreed works include the damaged fence reported by Cllr Hirst which ERYC will mend and have issued a work ticket for.
Goole Fields windfarm panel invitation-the clerk circulated an invitation for councillors to join the windfarm funding panel if they wish. Cllr Hart expressed an interest and will apply.

Dangerous tree-Cllr Hirst reported a dangerous (possibly dead) tree along Low Street and notes it has a TPO on it. It was resolved that as this tree is on the highway that it should be reported to ERYC to make a site visit and decide what should be done with it. The clerk will contact ERYC and report this tree.
Neighbourhood Watch-ERYC Maureen Yates has contacted the clerk to ask for a representative to join the newly formed Marshlands Neighbourhood Watch scheme. Unfortunately there were no volunteers to join this scheme and the clerk will reply accordingly.
