Matters arising from previous meeting minutes.
Play area- Cllr Hart performed the weekly inspections for the last two months and found nothing to report upon. The book was given to Cllr Bradwell to perform the weekly inspections for the next month. 

77 High Street-the clerk has confirmed that the house sale is now complete and is now owned by the parish council again and the clerk has been given the house keys. The clerk has insured the property with Came & Company who will only insure the property for a short period of time due to it being empty. The insurance company have insisted on a weekly inspection of the property and as such the clerk has prepared an inspection checklist book to be adhered to and signed each week. Correspondence received/issues raised by councillors-

Councillor resignation-the clerk informed the parish council of the recent resignation of Cllr Partington. The clerk will notify ERYC and advertise the vacancy on the notice board and the Goole Times.
Meeting venue-the clerk notified the parish council of a letter from ERYC stating that with effect from 1/4/18 there will be a charge to use the local school for parish council meetings. It was resolved to start using the local village hall after the March meeting. Cllr Hart will liaise with the village hall committee to establish hire costs and the availability of the proposed future meeting dates.

Cemetery advertisement sign-the clerk has received a request from J.W.Myers for permission to place an advertisement board in the cemetery. It was resolved to decline this request as the worry was it would encourage other businesses to also want to advertise and create an abundance of unwanted signs.

Tree planting-a request from a Mr Newsham was read to the parish council regarding a suggestion to support a tree planting project along the Kings Causeway grass verges. It was resolved to oppose this suggestion due to the maintenance costs, the debris dangers and the drainage board rules regarding tree planting along water courses.
