To approve the minutes of the council meeting held on 21st April 2016.
Minutes circulated to all councillors prior to the meeting and confirmed as a true and correct record and signed by the chairman.

Matters arising from previous meeting minutes.
Play area- Cllr Buttery performed the weekly inspections and reported no areas of concern. The book was handed to Cllr Hart to perform the next month’s weekly inspections.

Messrs Bristow/Brannan are still to liaise with Cllr Hirst to establish a suitable location to place the cycle rack and to get it installed.
New mower-The clerk has now purchased a new ride on John Deere X304 mower at £3150 with a part exchange from F.G.Adamsons. The new mower has been insured and is road legal with added orange flashing lights. It is fitted with a 2016 number plate and DVLA have sent a log book and it has been taxed to go on the road. The new mower has now been delivered and comes with a 3 year warranty.
Defibrillator -the clerk has now arranged for YAS to hold a public meeting to show everyone how to use the machine in an emergency and to create general public awareness. A date of June 15th 2016 at 7pm has been booked at the village hall. The clerk will arrange publicity with posters and website and notice board advertisements and Cllr Hart will arrange for a banner to be made. All residents will be invited to attend.
Chapel of Rest- Cllr Hirst has notified the council of the need to paint the chapel of rest as it is shabby in areas. It was resolved that the clerk asks Messrs Bristow/Brannon to paint the building however they have declined on this occasion. The clerk has obtained two quotations from local painters and the need for a third quote in still necessary. The clerk will arrange for a third quote and bring to the next meeting for further discussion.
Potholes -The clerk has contacted ERYC Highways to request a full street inspection and to ask ERYC to place any agreed works on the new financial budget for approval after the discovery of several large potholes in the village. An inspection has now taken place and ERYC have agreed to issue work permits to repair the identified holes.
Straw- Cllr Hirst reported an increase in straw debris along the village roads and paths which he feels will only get worse with an increase in straw usage for biomass boiler and the clerk has now contacted Andrew Percy MP to request that new legislation is passed to insist that all straw wagons are covered in the future. Andrews’s assistant has replied quoting legislation that is already in place for this concern and asks that any vehicle that does cause this kind of nuisance should be reported to the police or DVSA.
