To approve the minutes of the council meeting held on 17th July 2018.
Minutes circulated to all councillors prior to the meeting and confirmed as a true and correct record and signed by the vice chairman.

Matters arising from previous meeting minutes.
Play area- Cllr Ellin performed the weekly inspections for the last two months and found nothing to report upon. The book has now gone to Cllr Richardson to perform the weekly inspections for the next month. The annual inspection report has now been received with very low risk findings. The clerk will liaise with Messrs Brannon/Sykes to perform the small areas of maintenance required.

77 High Street-the clerk informed the parish council that the sale has now completed and all funds have e been credited to the bank account minus the solicitors/estate agent fees. All outstanding invoices have been settled ie council tax and electricity and an insurance rebate has been issued. The clerk will agenda savings schemes for the funds for the next meeting date to discuss appropriate investment ideas.
Bus shelter- The clerk has placed an order with Queensbury Shelters for the Reedness Road shelter and a delivery/installation date of early October has been given. Since the last meeting an incident along Low Street involving a car and the bus shelter has been reported to the police and insurance company. It appears a car has collided with the bus shelter on 2nd September causing irreparable damage. It was resolved that the clerk will make an insurance claim to replace the damaged shelter.
Cemetery land-the councillors met at the cemetery prior to the meeting to look at a proposal of digging up sections of the pathway to create further grave spaces for the future as there are now approximately only 9 spaces left which will be taken within one year realistically. It was resolved that the clerk will obtain quotations to dig up a small designated section of the path to then apply top soil and grass seed.
Bus stop sign-the relocation of the bus stop sign along Reedness Road has still not been done and the clerk will chase ERYC Debbie McGurn to ensure it is re positioned shortly. Cllr Hoodless has also asked that the “village only” sign in the same vicinity be moved to lamp post 17 which was considered a more appropriate area. The clerk will liaise with ERYC.
Cemetery trees-the clerk has received a quotation from C.W.C.to cut branches from a maple tree in the cemetery but during the cemetery site meeting the councillors viewed the tree for themselves and feel the small amount of work required can be performed by the cemetery maintenance team. The clerk will arrange this tree maintenance work. It was noted that ERYC have found the tree in perfect health and feel no work is required at all.

Clough landscaped area- the clerk has contacted EA to alert them to the overgrown shrub area and to remind them of their obligations to maintain this area. A letter was received from EA Amy Porter giving the parish council two proposals to either remove the full shrub area and re grass it or to allow EA to discuss maintenance responsibilities with third parties and adjacent landowners. It was resolved to allow EA to discuss maintenance options firstly with the relevant people in an effort to try and tidy up the area.
Community field-following on from a complaint received from a resident who states that her son and friend were made to leave the field by school staff for no apparent reason the clerk has now located the signed field agreement and brought to the meeting as requested. It appears that item 2.2 states that the school staff should only restrict access and field use if the school children are outside and/or using the field. It was resolved that the clerk must write to the headmistress and alert her to the agreement in particular item 2.2 and ask that the staff must adhere to the rules in future and as such always allow other users to use the full field when the school children are inside and/or not using the field.
Poppy project-the clerk has now received 50 event poppies from R.B.L and it was resolved that a social media advertising campaign be started to ask for sponsorship of a poppy for £10 and to then place each event poppy on a lamppost or around the village war memorial monument. Cllr Hart has agreed to collect the monies and distribute the poppies.

Planning application for R.Farrar at The Vicarage, Kings Causeway for erection of single storey garage extension to side. Ref 18/02461/PLF. It was noted that ERYC have now approved this application.

Planning application for C.Wright at Croft House, 137 High St for construction of access and drop kerb. Ref 18/02583/PLF. SPC resolved to fully approve this application.
The old peat works-the clerk notified the parish council that as yet there have been no plans submitted by the 4R Group. It was noted that Reedness, Crowle, Eastoft and Twin Rivers parish councils have all agreed to fully support SPC in opposing this application as and when it is received. A residents opposition meeting was held recently which attracted a large crowd who have all agreed to fight this application and will draw up posters, banners etc to advertise and fight this proposal as and when it is received.

E.A letter-the clerk has been approached by resident N.Auchterlounie to alert the parish council to letters received from EA regarding possible enforcement action being taken for any unauthorised and unapproved flood defence works along the river bank. It was resolved that although the parish council are aware of these letters that this is a personal dispute with EA and residents and as such the parish council cannot comment or become involved.
