To confirm the minutes of the council meeting held on 11th February  2016.
Minutes circulated to all councillors prior to the meeting and confirmed as a true and correct record and signed by the chairman.

Matters arising from previous meeting minutes.
Play area- Cllr Hirst performed the weekly inspections and reported no areas of concern except a few breeze blocks left on the field and a damaged bin which he has repaired. The book was handed to Cllr Buttery to perform the next month’s weekly inspections.

Messrs Bristow/Brannan are to now liaise with Cllr Hirst to establish a suitable location to place the cycle rack and to get it installed.
Old churchyard- Cllr Hart was absent from the meeting so there were no updates. 
River bank landscaped area- The clerk has not received any further emails from EA, Robert Sanderson  or Nick Ward so has nothing further to report on.
Transparency code-The clerk has now received the grant funding of £1811.46 and so has purchased all the necessary equipment needed to comply with the new laws. The clerk has attended training courses and set up the new website also. A full expenses inventory was provided at the meeting and a cheque signed to cover costs.
New mower-The clerk has asked Messrs Bristow/Brannon to try and locate a suitable make and model that they would like. A Viking MB4RTP at £565 from Torne Valley has been selected and the parish council have approved this choice and given the clerk permission to purchase this mower. A further suggestion to purchase a smaller, cheaper mower at around £200 was also approved due to the old mower now rotting away. It was reported that the John Deere ride on mower is now 8 years old and although still working and in good condition it may be time to purchase a replacement whilst the existing mower is still worth enough money to either  sell on or part exchange. It was resolved that the clerk speaks to Torne Valley to obtain a part exchange price on a replacement mower to establish the exact value of the old and new mower for future discussion.

Riverdale Road streetlight/fence-The clerk has still not received a reply back from the Campion group to ask if they will pay for the light repair but has now received a reply from ERYC planning enforcement officers regarding the fence which states that indeed the fence is too high and requires planning permission or removal. The situation will be monitored with updates given by ERYC.
Defibrillator request-the clerk has now purchased a defibrillator and cabinet, to be placed on the village hall wall. It was resolved to ask Graham Dealtry if he will provide an electric supply to the equipment to get it up and running.
Councillor vacancy-the clerk informed the parish council that ERYC have granted permission for the councillor vacancy to be filled by co-option. Any letters expressing an interest to join the parish council were to be sent to the clerk and only one letter was received. It was therefore resolved that Mr Frank Hoodless be co-opted forthwith onto the parish council. The clerk will send out all the necessary documentation for completion.
Chapel of Rest-Cllr Hirst informed the council at the last meeting that the chapel roof requires attention as it is leaking in places. The clerk obtained three quotations to make good the roof and these were viewed and discussed at the meeting. It was resolved to ask D.T.Walker to do the repairs to the roof.
Severe weather grant-the clerk notified the parish council that ERYC require the return of any unspent grant money given in 2011/2012 if not already spent or allocated and so it was resolved that the clerk purchase flood protection plastic water bags with the unspent grant funding money. The clerk has now done this and placed the bags in the village hall for storage until needed. ERYC have been notified of this expenditure and approved the purchase.

Planning applications
Application from M.Hawkins for land at Chimneys, Swinefleet to have change of use with observatory. Ref 16/00060/PLF. SPC resolved to APPROVE this application

Correspondence received/issues raised by councillors.
Cllr Ellin reminded Cllr Hirst that the xmas tree at the village hall now requires removing to allow the grass to be cut. Cllr Hirst will arrange tree removal as soon as is possible.
A letter from ERYC regarding the possible sale of the disused citizen link building and associated land was read out which asked for the parish councils view on any sale to the adjacent landowner. The parish council have agreed that they have no objections to this sale of the building or the land.

Potholes were discussed at length with concerns about dangerous areas along Low Street and near The Clough. The clerk has been asked to contact ERYC Highways to request a full street inspection and to ask ERYC to place any agreed works on the new financial budget for approval.

Cllr Ellin alerted the parish council to complaints received regarding cars parking on grassed areas on Prospect Close causing damage to the turf and leaving a muddy mess. It was resolved that the residents of this close must contact ERYC directly and individually to complain as this area is owned by ERYC and as such is under their jurisdiction.

Ward councillors report
Ward Cllr John Barratt gave a report and in particular informed the parish council of the availability of a future 18 beds at Goole hospital which will be a bonus for the town. John also alerted the parish council to future cost cutting measures which may see the deliveries of medicines to village residents by chemists coming to a halt.
1623                 Financial matters.
Savings bonds-the two Nationwide savings bonds were discussed with a view to possibly increasing the amounts held in each. It was resolved to add an extra £5000 to each bond which will then  be allocated for the re purchase of the property on High Street and the purchase of  land to create a new cemetery when/if both ever become available.
SAAA future audits-the clerk explained the new arrangements regarding future audits for smaller councils for 2017 onwards and it was resolved that as SPC has a turnover of under £25k that a decision to opt out of registering with the SAAA was approved.
