To confirm the minutes of the council meeting held on 17th March  2016.
Minutes circulated to all councillors prior to the meeting and confirmed as a true and correct record and signed by the chairman.

Matters arising from previous meeting minutes.
Play area- Cllr Buttery performed the weekly inspections and reported no areas of concern except a few items of litter left on the field. The book was handed again to Cllr Buttery to perform the next month’s weekly inspections.

Messrs Bristow/Brannan are still to liaise with Cllr Hirst to establish a suitable location to place the cycle rack and to get it installed.
New mower-The clerk has now purchased a Viking MB4RTP at £565 from Torne Valley and this has been delivered and is now in use. The existing John Deere ride on mower has been viewed by Graham at Torne Valley who has given a price against this machine to purchase the new equivalent mower at £3400 part exchange price to buy. It was resolved that the clerk purchases the new model and part exchanges the old mower.

Riverdale Road fence-The clerk has received a reply from ERYC planning enforcement officers regarding the fence which states that indeed the fence is too high and requires planning permission or removal. Cllr Buttery has informed the council that the fence has now been lowered to a more acceptable height.
Defibrillator request-the clerk has now purchased a defibrillator and cabinet, to be placed on the village hall wall and has asked Graham Dealtry if he will provide an electric supply to the equipment to get it up and running. Mr Dealtry has now met up with Cllr Ellin and agreed a suitable location and has now installed the equipment. It was resolved that the clerk will now arrange for YAS to provide a public meeting to show everyone how to use the machine in an emergency and to create general public awareness.
Councillor vacancy-the clerk informed the parish council that ERYC have granted permission for the councillor vacancy to be filled by co-option. Any letters expressing an interest to join the parish council were to be sent to the clerk and only one letter was received. It was therefore resolved that Mr Frank Hoodless be co-opted forthwith onto the parish council. The clerk will send out all the necessary documentation for completion.
Chapel of Rest-Cllr Hirst informed the council at the last meeting that the chapel roof requires attention as it is leaking in places. The clerk obtained three quotations to make good the roof and these were viewed and discussed at the meeting. It was resolved to ask D.T.Walker to do the repairs to the roof.
