Minutes of the meeting of the Parish Council held at Swinefleet Village Hall on Tuesday 19th February 2019
Councillors present;

Public present: Ward Cllr John Barrett, P.Collier, V.Clark  and L.Myers.
During the public section of the meeting L.Myers read out a letter requesting funding for legal costs to fight the 4R planning application. It was resolved that this item would be placed on the March agenda for full parish council discussion and decision. During discussion on this particular subject it was made known that Cllr Bradwell was recording the meeting and due to the fact he had not sought permission to do so from all in attendance he was asked to stop recording and then deleted the material he had previously recorded and the deletion was confirmed by fellow councillors.

To approve the minutes of the council meeting held on 15th January 2019
Minutes circulated to all councillors prior to the meeting and confirmed as a true and correct record and signed by the vice chairman.

Matters arising from previous meeting minutes.
Play area- Cllr Bradwell performed the weekly inspections for the last month and found nothing to report upon. The book has now gone to Cllr Hoodless to perform the weekly inspections for the next month.
Bus shelter-The suggestion of a bus shelter on Church Lane outside the village hall was discussed and Cllr Ellin has spoken with the village hall committee who have given approval for the shelter to be placed on the grass verge of the village hall grounds but would require a peppercorn rent to be paid annually to the village hall by the parish council in order to maintain and secure ownership of the land the shelter will be placed on. The full parish council agreed to these terms and a figure will be decided upon at a later date. It was resolved that the clerk will now obtain quotations for a new shelter and will then apply for grant funding from the Twin Rivers windfarm fund.
Community Plan- TRPC Cllr Amanda Scrimgoeur has now completed the grant application form in order to obtain the necessary funding to start a joint community plan and the clerk has sent this form to the councillors to view prior to the meeting in order for them to fully digest, approve and/or amend the application before it is signed and sent off to ERYC. It was resolved that as there were still some uncertainties about the funding allocations and about the general idea of the project that Amanda be asked to attend the next meeting to answer all questions before the application is approved by SPC.
Community speed watch-Humberside police have agreed to start a  project to train volunteers in designated villages to use speed monitoring equipment to help combat speed problems. SPC have agreed to support this project and have advertised and now found 4 volunteers from the village to be trained to use the equipment. Suggestions for times and locations to use this equipment were made known and the clerk is to hand this to the speed watch coordinator along with the volunteers names as requested.
Community Field-the clerk read out a letter received from ERYC Rob Mansell who has served the parish council with 12 months’ notice to terminate the joint use agreement of the community field. The clerk has obtained legal advice from ERNLLCA on this issue and obtained the deeds from HM Land Registry and the advice received and document contents were made known at the meeting. It was resolved that the clerk will contact ERYC asking them to attend the next meeting to discuss this further and to ask the clerk to obtain information from the “Playing Fields Association/Fields in Trust” regarding protecting this community field and preserving it in the future for community use only.

Planning applications- 
Planning application to erect a 2 storey extension to side and single storey extension to rear for Ben Herron at 10 Kings Causeway, Swinefleet ref 18/03910/PLF-ERYC approval given and noted.
Planning application for 5 dwellings at land south of 80 Kings Causeway, Swinefleet ref 19/00072/PLF for M.Farrar-ERYC refusal given and noted.
Planning application for C.Bardauskas at 4 Sweyne Garth, Swinefleet ref 19/00380/PLF to erect a 2 storey extension to side of property-SPC resolved to approve this application.

Correspondence received/issues raised by councillors.
ERYC standards committee-the clerk notified the parish council of an official complaint sent to ERYC against Cllr Bradwell. The reasons and findings of the complaint were made known along with any future action to be taken.
Reedness Road-the clerk read out a letter from J.Drayton complaining about the state of disrepair of Reedness Road. It was resolved that the clerk forwards this letter to ERYC and asks them to further investigate and repair the areas of concern.
Pensions Regulator-the clerk made the council aware of the government policy increase in employee/employer pension contributions from 1/4/19. It was noted that this will only affect the employee’s own personal contributions.

Council elections-the clerk has made the parish councillors aware that their 4 year term of office ends shortly and as such all will need to re-apply for the vacant positions if they so choose. The clerk has provided nomination forms to everyone which require completing and returning to ERYC Beverley prior to the closing date of 3rd April 2019 in order to be elected again along with any other applicants.
Village entrance concerns-Cllr Hoodless alerted the council to concerns he has about dangerous parking along the village entrance and bends (Goole side) near to where the road traffic island and bollards used to be on Low Street. Cllr Hoodless suggests the remedy would be to install double yellow lines along this stretch of road on and around the bend. It was resolved that the clerk contacts ERYC to alert them to these concerns and arrange a site meeting to establish what can be done to solve the problem.
Bus timetable consultation-the clerk has made the parish council aware of future ERYC proposals to amend the local bus timetable with effect from September 2019. This will see the reduction of 2 buses a day running in Swinefleet at 07.15am and 18.35pm.
